Definition of a Sev 1 defect from the developer

Mike,

Here's a rough sample:

* Data loss of any type. 
* Race conditions due to two people editing the same thing.
* Performance problems when viewing revisions (diff highlighting).
* Obvious glaring WYSIWYG editor problems (input and output failures).
* Security problems (crafting HTTP requests, for example, deleting questions without being logged in***).
* Search inconsistencies.
* Data that's supposed to be deleted isn't, both in the UI, and in the database (if you have access to it).
* Any exception thrown by Ruby/Ruby on Rails.
* Improper attribution of work between users.

* Any thing else you find particularly problematic. 

*** Remember, there's no user roles yet. Any user (for now, by design)
can delete any other user's data. The most important differentiation now
is between a logged in user and a non-logged in user.
